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 INFORMATION: 
1. Dramatized poetry is about enlivening and dramatizing the written word by means of motivated 

gestures and movement, in addition to presenting the poem with voice and facial expressions. The 

performance space/stage must be utilised in a sensible way that suits the poem. 

2. The poem selected must be applicable to; and suitable for the age, personality and experience of the 

child. NB. It is advisable to choose different poems for each entrant, in the event of more than one 

entrant per school, per section.  

3. Natural presentation, obvious involvement and understanding of the poem is recommended. 

4. Avoid forced, unnatural gestures and movement that overpower the spoken word. 

 
 

5. Simple décor, props and even costumes are allowed, but must support and fit the content of the poem. 

This is however NOT a requirement. Participants can also simply perform in black clothes with a chair 

or rostrum if required. 

6. Make use of pauses, phrasing, tempo change and a variety of tone to add interest to the 

presentation. 

7. A copy of the poem must be handed to the adjudicator. 

 8.  Choose a poem that consists of at least 8 lines (gr. R); at least 10 lines (gr. 1); at least 12 lines (gr. 2);  
 and at least 14 lines (gr. 3 and older). TIME LIMIT: Gr. R-7 – Not longer than 3 minutes; Gr. 8-12 – not   
 longer than 4 minutes.
